- To understand the need of validation and incorporation of traditional approaches and local 
knowledges.   
-  To enable personal experience on some aspects of agroeclogical knowledge transfer 
-  To introduce interactive and innovative approaches into advisors work.  
 
Description 
The group will be formed from interested members of advisory service with motivation after the 
presentation of SAGITER project in the frame of tha day of CAFS at AGRA Fair. The visit to 
demonstration gardens of AGRA in G. Radgona and  meeting with the facilitator of Permaculture 
association of Slovenia.  
Introduction of participants and facilitator 
Visit to the demonstration garden with introduction to permaculture philosophy  demonstration 
garden, connecting theoretical approaches to permaculture solutions seen on site. 
Witnessing the technique of introducing, explaining and transmission of specific knowledge 
connected to permaculture systems. 
Motivate the group to put questions, comments and present their personal opinions on the equal 
ground.Guide them to differentiate their own experience and conception of knowledge acquisition  
Demonstrate the situation where trainer has an equal position to trainees whichenables the transfer 
of knowledge in both directions.
